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Stories need inspiration – an idea that sets the foundatin and on which a story 
can unfold. In this case newspaper articles where used, from which we took 
different ideas: because we wanted to tell real life stories and because we 
wanted to pay respect to children’s stories such as Sally’s. For three stories 
we used documentary films as inspiration for our ideas, where children from 
other parts of the world told their story about their everyday life. We used a 
lot of ideas from the documentary films and would like to take the opportuntiy 
to thank the producers for letting us use them! At the same time we would 
like to encourage to use these films in class as teaching material.
